Recreation Visits 
Units of the National Park System received 123.1  FORMDROPDOWN 
 recreation visits in January-June 2007.
  This was a 1.0% decrease in recreation visits, or 1.2 million fewer visits than in 2006. National Mall and Memorial Parks accounted for 1.8 million of the decrease as a result of improving their method of counting the Cherry Blossom Festival. Approximately 53% of the nation reported a year-to-date increase in visits. The National Capital Region (-7% or -1.8 million visits) had the largest decrease of the seven Regions while the Intermountain Region had the largest increase (+3% or 443,000).

Non-Recreation Visits (Commuters)

Units of the National Park System received 81.3 million non-recreation visits in January-June 2007.  The 0.2% decrease in non-recreation visits was 123,000 fewer commuter visits than in the same time period in 2006.  Natchez Trace Parkway reported 588,000 fewer commuters. 
Overnight Stays (Year-to-Date)
Yellowstone National Park had 77,700 more overnight stays in their Concessioner Lodging and Camping. Lake Mead National Recreation Area had -32,000 fewer Concessioner Campground overnight stays and -19,500 fewer Non-recreation overnight stays in their trailer village. Big Cypress National Preserve still has some of its campgrounds closed (-8,800 Tents & RVs).  Grand Canyon National Park reported 22,400 more Concessioner Lodging and 12,500 more Backcountry stays while reporting -24,900 fewer Tent and RV overnight stays. Death Valley National Park reported -39,900 fewer Tent and RV overnight stays.

Overnight stays aboard boats were a mixed bag, as Channel Islands National Park reported -18,000 fewer overnight stays but Glen Canyon National Recreation Area reported 19,000 more overnight stays and Lake Mead National Recreation Area reported 17,000 more overnight stays.
